New fence along the Forest Lake Drive entrance -10,000
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Swing, merry-go-round, tire swing at Baronridge Park — 15,000

Hot water heater at pool — 3000
. Exercise equipment at Baronridge Park — 10,000
Concrete ping pong table — 4000
New stalls in bathrooms at pool — 5000
Re-surface and possibly reconfigure parking lots at pool — 20,000
Install baby pool cover -2500
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Install pool shade at pool, ready area — 2500

Install pavilion at Baronridge Park — 20,000

Install new sidewalk at Baronridge Park — 20,000
Install new, covered pump building at pool — 30,000
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Repair sprinklers at the entryways — 10,000
